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AGREEMENT

on Scientific Cooperation

between the Academy of Science of South Africa

and the Russian Academy of Sciences

The Academy of Science of South Africa and the Russian Academy of Sciences (hereinafter referred to as the "Academies"),

desirous of promoting the development of scientific collaboration between the Republic of South Africa and the Russian Federation;

considering that such cooperation will promote the existing friendly relations between the two countries,

hereby agree as follows:

Article 1

The Academies will encourage cooperation in the field of scientific research on the basis of the principles of equality and mutual benefit and in accordance with provisions of this Agreement, as well as with the valid legislation of the Republic of South Africa and the Russian Federation.

Article 2

For the purpose of this Agreement scientific cooperation between the Academies shall be promoted through:

– joint research projects;

– organization of joint scientific meetings, conferences, workshops, etc.;

– exchange of scientists and;

– other forms of scientific cooperation agreed upon by the Academies.

Article 3

Scientific institutions submitting proposals on joint research projects shall provide the following information:

– title and description of the research;

– the research objectives;

– expected scientific results;

– forms of cooperation and distribution of research activities among the scientific institutions concerned;

– duration of the project and;

– names of the project leaders and members of the project team.

After completing joint research on a specific subject the results of joint research will be published by mutual consent.

Article 4

The joint research projects will be jointly proposed by scientific institutions in the Republic of South Africa and by scientific institutions in the Russian Federation. They will be evaluated and considered for approval by both Academies according to their own procedures. Projects will be accepted if they receive a favorable evaluation from both Academies.

Article 5

Technical achievements and economic benefits arising from joint research initiatives within the framework of this Agreement, including intellectual property rights, know-how and copyrights shall be distributed between the Academies on an equal and just basis.

Article 6

Delegations of the Academies will meet every third year, or as otherwise agreed upon between the Academies, alternately in the Republic of South Africa and in the Russian Federation to:

– analyze the results of cooperation;

– identify new possibilities of cooperation and;

– discuss financial arrangements concerning this cooperation.

Article 7

The aim of the exchange of scientists will mainly be to serve the joint research projects. The directives regarding the exchange of scientists, the procedure of nominating the candidates and the financial regulations are presented in Appendix 1 to this Agreement.

Article 8

This Agreement may be amended by mutual consent of the Academies through an exchange of letters or during the meetings mentioned in Art.6.

Article 9

This Agreement shall remain in force for three years and shall be automatically extended for the following three year periods, provided that neither Academy notifies the other in writing six months before the date of expiration of the latest period, of its intent to terminate the Agreement.

Done in Moscow on the 30th of April, 1999 in two originals, in the English and Russian languages, both texts being equally authentic.

Appendix 1

To the Agreement on scientific cooperation

between the Academy of Science of South Africa

and the Russian Academy of Sciences

I Limits of the exchange of scientists
Both Academies will exchange scientists for short-term visits to a total of 12 weeks annually on each side.

II Procedure of nominating candidates
1. Candidates for visits shall be usually nominated not later than three months before the proposed date of arrival to the host country.

2. The Sending Academy will supply the host Academy with the following information about its candidates: surname, first name, date and place of birth, sex, scientific degree, position, fields of specialization, knowledge of languages.

3. The sending Academy will provide the scientific programme and the names of the scientific institutions where the programme will be done. Each application should be accompanied by a letter of invitation from the receiving scientific institution.

4. The receiving Academy shall inform the sending Academy not later than 6 weeks after receipt of a nomination about acceptance or non-acceptance of the proposed candidate.

5.  The sending Academy will inform the receiving Academy about the accepted duration of the visit and day of arrival not less than fourteen days before departure.

III Financial regulations
1. The receiving Academy will be responsible for the accommodation of the visiting researchers in the country according to the accepted programme of visit. The costs of accommodation will be paid by the receiving Academy.

2. The receiving Academy will provide the visiting researchers with a daily allowance to cover costs of living in addition to the costs of accommodation.

3. The sending Academy will cover the international return fare to the capital of the receiving country. Travel costs associated with the programme incurred during the stay of the visiting scientists will be the responsibility of the host Academy. The visiting researcher should take out medical insurance prior to departure as the host Academy will not be responsible for any of the medical costs incurred whatsoever, however, the host Academy will ensure that particular attention is paid to the conditions under which, in the event of an accident, medical assistance or hospitalization are dispensed to personnel exchanged in the context of this Agreement.

4. Guest researchers in accordance with this Agreement will not receive any fees for their courses, lectures or reports, or for any other scientific work of a similar nature carried out in the context of this Agreement.
